Experience of studies of intellectual abilities of undergraduates by Leningrad psychological scientific school
is described. Experimental results obtained using the D.Wechsler’s technique are presented. Data on verbal and
non-verbal intellect evolution features of undergraduates obtained in the course of studies over a period of 30 years
is discussed.
